	· Welcome – Alicia Mathews, Chair called to order the regular meeting of the Continuum of Care Committee and asked members to introduce themselves. 

· New Application​- the committee reviewed the new supplemental project application submitted by NCSB for Housing First VI utilizing the review form for new projects. The application includes the request for a two year grant for the entire SI bonus amount of $261,282 for ten units’ permanent housing units for individuals with Serious Mental Illness and extensive chronic homeless histories. The Committee voted to approve the submission of the new project under the 2009 Continuum of Care Statement.
· Ranking Discussion – the 2009 NOFA indicates that all renewal projects are protected and therefore there is no need to rank renewal projects.  The committee was asked to consider the need or benefit of formulating a ranking committee to review one new project application.  The committee opted to forgo the establishment of a ranking committee to review the new application.  
· Renewal Project Revisions – CSB requested a deadline extension for the submission of their renewal project applications. Although, the applications have been completed, they are still on the Executive Directors desk awaiting signatures. CSB plans to have all applications signed and submitted by Monday, September 21st.
· Timeline- A revised timeline for the completion of the Continuum of Care Statement will be released once the 2009 NOFA and CoC Application deadlines are announced. 
· Additional Business ​– Barrett Haven announced that all of the issues identified during HUD’s monitoring visit in May have been resolved. ForKids, announced that Vikki Henderson will be assuming the role of Director of Grants Research.
