· Salvation Army Update- No report   
· HUD Symposium – Julie Dixon attended this month’s HUD Symposium in Richmond, VA. Julie reported that the Symposium provided basic information on the Continuum of Care process; however, it also talked about quarterly draws based on the McKinney Vento Reauthorization Act and the benefit of consolidating multiple grants into one.  
HUD will host a CoC Debrief on Wednesday, April 22nd at 2:00pm the 2008 CoC Scores should be announced prior to the Webcast. Alicia has contacted HUD regarding Norfolk’s scores, but hasn’t received a response.
