	· Welcome – Alicia Mathews, Chair called to order the regular meeting of the Continuum of Care Committee and asked members to introduce themselves. 

· Salvation Army Update- Meghan Foster, the new Program Director for HOPE Village announced that they are currently accepting referrals. Meghan distributed copies of the Potential Residential Referral Form along with a brochure providing information on the programs admission criteria and process.  
HOPE Village is a transitional housing program for singles and families that allows residents to stay up to 24 months.  During their stay residence must start working a minimum of 35 hours per week within 30 days, even if they have a disability. The programs currently will not accept victims of domestic violence in immanent danger and all entering residence must be 90 days clean.  Although there are no program fees and/or residential responsibilities, residents must agree to sign over all payroll check to the Salvation Army. The Salvation Army will place 30% of each check into savings and reallocate the remaining 70% to client based on Case Managers approval.  Child care isn’t provided and residents aren’t allowed visitors.  
· CoC 2009 Competition- HUD rescheduled the May webcast for July 15th the NOFA will probably not be released until after the July webcast. Yilla will look into reserving a room at the Pretlow Library for all interested in viewing the webcast. 
· Peer Review 
· Barrett Haven- Francis Clarkson, Executive Director, announced that on March 26th HUD conducted a monitoring review. The results from the audit were received on April 17th and listed the following two (2) concerns:
1. Match funds reviewed letter not adequate documentations of cash match.

HUD also noted the following finding:  Overdraft of FHP funding by $4,902 ($134,413 Vouchers paid - $129,511 SHP Total).  Francis stated that Barrett Haven didn’t spend the money; however the problem is what they reported on their APR’s. They have 60 days to comply or must return the money.  Vikki Henderson, ForKids, suggested that to resolve the issue Barrett Haven should write a letter to HUD documenting expeditors along with a revised APR. 

Based on the information presented by Barrett Haven the committee voted and approved a requirement that all agencies must alert the CoC of all HUD findings, good or bad, within 10 business days. 

· CSB New Project Application- CSB’s new project application hasn’t been approved by the Director, therefore the application will be reviewed during the July 8th Continuum of Care Committee meeting. 
· Additional Business​ – Julie announced that The Planning Council will be writing the HPRP Regional Application which will secure approximately $1.5 million in stimulus money for the region, including an additional $.5 million dollar in direct financial assistance for Norfolk to provide housing relocation and stabilization.  The application will include plans to expand the Housing Broker Team and allow Virginia Supportive Housing to hire one outreach worker/case manager for SRO’s.
