	Discussion
	· Welcome – Alicia Mathews, Chair called to order the regular meeting of the Continuum of Care Committee and asked members to introduce themselves. 

· Salvation Army Update- Alicia reported that three (3) families and four (4) singles have been placed in HOPE Village.   
· CoC 2009 Competition Notice- Alicia announced that the Department of Housing and Urban Development HUD released the 2009 Continuum of Care Homeless Assistance Programs Opportunity to Register and Other Important Information. Alicia drafted a summary of the notice and distributed it to the committee for review. Alicia noted the following changes:
1. CoC Registration in e-snaps will open no earlier than July 21, 2009 and close no earlier than August 31, 2009, and the 2009 CoC NOFA will be published no earlier than August 15, 2009.  
2. HUD has implemented a modified selection process that awards renewals first and uses the new application to determine the CoC scores.  Furthermore, the calculation of housing emphasis and leveraging for the CoC score will be calculated using only new project requests. 
3. CoC’s in Hold Harmless Need (HHN) status will not be able to reallocate funds to new projects. 
4. The Samaritan Initiative Bonus will be replaced with the Permanent Housing Bonus and can be used for homeless disabled individuals and families or for chronically homeless individuals. 
After reviewing the summary the committee voted and approve the following:
1. Return of funding to ForKids, Inc. LEAP/ESI ($50K) and NCSB, SSO/SHP ($25K) projects sighting that, if HUD will be calculating CoC’s housing emphasis scores utilizing new projects alone, then the defunding of agencies with high support services wouldn’t help to improve the CoC’s score.  NCSB agreed to use the funding for My Own Place, not Shelter Plus Care. 
2. Re-release of the Supplemental Application for New Projects opening the competition up to families. ForKids announced that if NCSB is unable to submit an application for the SI Bonus, they will submit an application to expand Legacy by one (1) unit. New project applications will not be due until after the NOFA is announced.  
3. Ranking of all renewal projects submitted under the 2009 NOFA will not go before ranking, however they will be ranked alphabetically in the following order:
a. First, those considered for ranking without conditions, followed by 
b. Those considered for ranking with conditions
4. New projects will go before the ranking committee. 
· HPRP/HMIS- Julie Dixon, The Planning Council, noted that data sharing is a big issue and that the CoC should push to have an open system during the HPRP process.  Julie also reminded the committee that the AHAR will be submitted this year utilizing the information captured in HMIS.  
· HEARTH Act Update – Alicia distributed a summary of the HEARTH Act to the committee for review.
