1. What is the current capacity to serve homeless people in emergency shelter, transitional housing, treatment programs and permanent supportive housing?

2. What models for housing supports have proven effective in other communities?

3. What additional capacity to provide housing supports needs to be developed to achieve the goal of ending homelessness and how much of each type of housing support is needed?

4. What measurable benchmarks should be established to monitor progress towards ending homelessness?

5. What are the research and/or the evidence-based practices that underlie the strategic growth recommendations?  

 

Through funding provided by each locality (City of Chesapeake, City of Virginia Beach, City of Portsmouth, City of Norfolk and the Norfolk Foundation) a contract has been offered to Center for Urban Community Services Housing Resource Center in New York to conduct this needs assessment on our behalf.
