II. Key Decisions/Action Items
· Jackie Schaede, Norfolk CSB, provided a brief overview of her history with CSB and the many programs CSB has implemented.  Ms. Schaede noted that CSB has overcome several challenges throughout the years, and is now challenged with ensuring that clients are successfully moved in-and-out of Eastern State Hospital.  A lack of community resources has prevented several patients from moving out of the hospital and has forced those in need of acute care to be placed on a waiting list. Ms. Schaede reported that NCSB also faced another challenge when Pam Davis resigned, causing a shortage of man power to conduct outreach for the PATH Team.  NCSB has since hired a new PATH worker and ACT Team Leader and plans to resume outreach and mental health assistance.  
· Yvonne Price, PPMC, presented the HCH monthly report.  PPMC assisted 33 new clients (one client short of the monthly goal). PPMC noted that they are seeing more patients in need of CSB services.  A suggestion was made to conduct a presentation at EVMS to those practicing internal medicine and in the ER on the HCH program. 
· Alicia Mathew, St. Columba, distributed a Medication Assistance Program report including January and February 2009 data for review.  Although prescription referrals from PPMC have improved, there is still a problem.   There are also concerns that Norfolk General Hospital has been sending people to PPMC to get prescriptions filled; someone will need to contact the hospital. 
· Union Mission’s health program is doing well. Union Mission plans to start moving women into the new facility soon (possibly late April).   Transportation to PPMC from Union Mission seems to still be working well.

III. Additional business

· PPMC was accepted for the first round of the VA Dept. of Health Grant, which will permit the hiring of one full-time medical doctor and therapist. The approval of this grant will allow PPMC to open up treatment for psychotherapy to clients referred to PPMC for primary care from NCSB.  PPMC also received the Ryan White Medical grant and is looking forwarded to hiring one full time family practitioner and case manager with the funds received from the stimulus package. 
· Several members of the committee will be attending the Healthcare for the Homeless conference in June.  Pam Phillips with DePaul Medical Center will present the Life Coach Model.
