II. Key Decisions/Action Items
· Park Place saw 73 Established patients in May and 18 New.  There are several grant opportunities currently being sought for PPMC to expand and establish new services.  They include expansion of case management, transportation and health education, establishing a new MD for mild mental health and primary care and Electronic Health Records, and upgrading equipment and furniture.  PPMC also began seeing RW clients from shelters and continue to provide dental services for RW clients.
· The Life Coach program at DePaul Medical Center has been in operation for over one year now and has had great success. The Life Coaches continue to enroll patients that are uninsured and need ongoing medical care and help them enroll and get appointments at PPMC.  Usually 2-3 week waiting period but sometimes less when slots open up.  There has been a demonstrated reduction of uninsured patients at the DePaul ER.  The evening and weekend hours available at PPMC are often booked by patients from this program.
· Union Mission’s wellness program continues to be successful for clients staying at UM.  A retired RN volunteer now provides monthly health education classes separately for males and females.  Transportation is working well and they continue to refer to the Medication Assistance Program to fill the gap for free medications.  The UM move for women’s shelter is coming up soon and official invitations to the Open House event for late June will be distributed shortly.  Once the women’s shelter is operating, it will be followed by a Wellness Room for four women and a Day Shelter for single women, as well.

· Alicia Mathew, St. Columba, reported on the Medication Assistance Program.  55% of the referrals in April came from Union Mission.  The grant year ends in June and there has been no word from the Department of Human Services on an application process to continue the grant beyond June.  Alicia is hoping some private donations will carry the grant into July.  In April, there were 41 referrals (33 unduplicated), 68 filled, only 4 not picked up. 
· Jackie Schaede said they are again hiring a new PATH outreach worker.  The ACT Team leader has been hired and 39 / 61 clients have been placed.  There is a Part-time Nurse and Psychiatrist on the ACT Team, as well.  The plan is to visit shelters regularly.
III. Additional business
· Salvation Army and St CEM are receiving regular visits from the HART worker for clients with disabilities and that is helpful. 
· Forkids is still attempting to work out a specific slot for homeless families with PPMC.

· Sentara Ambulatory Care Center needs resources to hand out to homeless clients. Julie will follow up.
