II. Key Decisions/Action Items:

· Pat V. reports that null values remain low.  The “Disabling condition” field continues to have the highest level at 2.35%.  The question has been repositioned on the screen to help with visability.
· Pat V. generated the second “shelter list” out of HMIS for DHS.  While the report still does not match their separate report maintained in Excel, inconsistencies can be attributed to data entry issues.  DHS still has to do a number of exits in HMIS to make the reports match.  DHS provided minor feedback during HMIS sub-committee.  Pat V. reports that the project has now moved into the implementation phase for DHS. 

· Due to new HPRP funds, prevention providers will be required to enter data enter HMIS.  The decision was made to suspend further discussions about prevention providers entering data into HMIS until HUD determines what will be required by HPRP funding.  There was much discussion regarding the impact of adding so many prevention providers to the HMIS system and its potential impact on data quality.  Several potential recommendations from HMIS sub-committee were discussed:  limiting users or having agencies purchase data entry services from a central body.
