II. Key Decisions/Action Items:
· The Planning Council will monitor use of “don’t know” and “unknown” responses to HMIS required fields on a monthly basis and submit to HMIS sub-committee.  Monitoring will be used to identify potential issues with overuse of these responses.
· In response to the new requirement to track disability in children under 18 years of age, the Planning Council will create a report to track children who are turning 18 and submit to each provider so that providers may obtain new releases of information or withdraw releases as necessary.
· Clarification on income and non-cash benefits was discussed. Pat V. reported that income should be reported by person as opposed to applying it to the head of household unless income cannot be broken down by person.  For non-cash benefits (e.g. Medicaid) be sure to apply it to each household member for which it is applicable.
· There will be training for HPRP providers on data input once contracts are in place.
· Further discussion is needed regarding data sharing among HPRP providers.
· HMIS committee established its 3 goals for FY10:

i. Develop a standing ART sub-committee with increased ART training

ii. Explore a more open HMIS system for non-confidential data

iii. Establish tracking system for HPRP to ensure attainment of set requirements (e.g. timeliness of data entry etc)
