I. Welcome- Stacie Walls-Beegle, Chair, called to order the regular meeting of the Norfolk Homeless Consortium and asked members to introduce themselves.
II. The Salvation Army- Energy Share Program- Due to schedule conflicts, the speaker was unable to attend this meeting. Information on The Salvation Army’s Energy Share Program was distributed to all members in attendance. 
III. The STOP Organization- Vicki Wilson, The STOP Organization, gave a brief overview of the organization including information on area served and programs for individuals in financial crisis.  Individuals in need of assistance should contact The STOP Organization for screening, each case is assessed individually.  Additional information or questions should be directed to the Director, Ms. Harris. 
IV. NHC 2008-2009 Achievements/ 2009-2010 Goals- Stacie Walls-Beegle reviewed the Consortiums 2008-2009 goals and achievements, and distributed the 2009-2010 NHC Goals to the members of the committee for review.  Stacie noted that committee goals are still needed from the Central Intake/Families Committee.  The Continuum of Care Committee will include the goals submitted under the NOFA.  All other committees, with the exception of the HMIS Committee, will review their committees goals during their next scheduled meeting, The HMIS Committee has approved the goals submitted.  
V. CoC Committee Report​ – Alicia Mathews, St. Columba, reported that the Committee met prior to this month’s meeting. The committee discussed hosting a regional APR training prior to establishing an APR review process.   Salvation Army has successfully filled all units.  
VI. HMIS Committee Report​-.Juanita Dowdy, ForKids, Inc., announced that the committee is preparing to submit the first draft of the AHAR on December 15th.  The committee also hosted an HPRP meeting with the Office To End Homelessness.  
VII. Central Intake/Families Committee Report – No report 
VIII. Healthcare Committee- Larry Ryan, Salvation Army, announced that there will be a Foot Clinic on November 24th; the clinic will distribute 100 pairs of shoes donated form Souls for Soles.  The clinic will also have a doctor onsite from 10am-12pm. Larry also reported the Mammogram Clinic successfully enrolled 66 women, a small group of women had abnormal results and have received follow-up appointments. The group is considering conducting bone density scans during next year’s event.  
The Norfolk Health Department will host flu clinics every Thursday from 10am-2pm for H1N1 (No seasonal vaccines).  The Committee will meet again on December 2nd. 

Regional Taskforce to End Homelessness Report- Claudia Gooch, The Planning Council, reported that the taskforce continues to work on planning the 2010 conference, scheduled for March 16th at Virginia Wesleyan. The Healing Place committee plans to recommend a board structure to the taskforce during the next taskforce meeting.  The Taskforce also contacted the Department of Housing and Urban Development (HUD), requesting that HUD consider allowing localities to align their annual Point-in-Time count with the Census count, HUD rejected the request.  Additionally, the November 2nd Case Managers training had a wonderful turnout

Single Adults Committee – Stacie announced the Martha Gorman was unable to attend today’s meeting, however the single adults committee continues to plan this year annual Homeless Vigil.  All NHC members are encouraged to attend the vigil in place of the December NHC membership meeting.  The committee will also start addressing the HPRP process for singles. The committee has plans to revamp goals to include HPRP.   
HPRP Update – No report
IX. Treasurer’s Report- Mary Aab, Virginia Supportive Housing, reported that the NHC currently has 32 dues paying members for 2009-2010 and an account balance of $1,270.32 as of November 17, 2009.
X. Announcements
Thanksgiving – Kim Thomas, OTEH, reported that the Thanksgiving Feeding list is near completion and will be shared via email.  

Project Homeless Connect – a save the date notice for March 3rd was sent out. Kim stated that the OTEH has identified several things to change or incorporate during the March 3rd event; however additional questions or ideas should be directed to Kim at the OTEH. 

VA Homeless Vets Summit – Evie Woods, VA Medical Center, announced that there will be a VA Homeless Vet Summit to discuss the 5yr Plan to End Homelessness.  The VA is interest in establishing relationships with agencies interested in providing emergency or transitional housing and special respite care.  Interested agencies should contact the VA Medical Center.  
David Wall, VA Medical Center, also announced that the VA has opened a new transitional housing site in Newport News with 14 beds primarily for woman with children. No residency requirement, however individuals must be a vet and cannot have a dishonorable discharge.  

Virginia Support Housing- Donnell Brown, reported that the waiting list for public housing is set to open in mid December or late January. Ms. Brown will work to set up a brown bag for case managers in December to provide information on preparing clients for the opening. Ms. Brown stated that the Section 8 waiting list is set to open in Mid March. VSH is still working to address concerns on how to handle each application and refine the process. 

HPRP Adult Life Skills Classes – Ellie Cesario, ForKids, announced that classes will start at DHS for households approved under HPRP. ForKids will also host classes at agencies,  if an agency is interested in hosting a class they should contact ForKids.
