I. Welcome- Martha Gorman, Vice Chairman, called to order the regular meeting of the Norfolk Homeless Consortium and asked members to introduce themselves.
II. Project Homeless Connect Update- Kimberly Thomas reported that donations are still being accepted for underwear and women’s sports bras. Although volunteer registration is closing today, Kim announced that she will still accept participation forms from organizations.  Vouchers are ready for distribution and will be available for pick up at the end of the meeting.   
III. CoC Committee Report​ – Alicia Mathews reported that the committee met just before today’s NHC meeting. The committee reviewed and approved Norfolk Community Services’ new project application for ten units for Housing First VI. The application will not go before a ranking committee. The Committee is still awaiting the release for the 2009 NOFA.   
I. HMIS Committee Report​- Irma Hinkle reported that Pat has made contact with HPRP providers to insure HMIS readiness. New HMIS reporting requirement on reporting a child’s disability could create issues regarding permission to release this information once a child turns 18 years old.  The sub-committee will research and report back to the NHC.
IV. Employment Taskforce – Michael Paris reported that the taskforce has decided to host the 2nd Employment Connect on October 15th at Norfolk Workforce Development Center. The event will be in partnership with both the Office to End Homelessness and KRA.  
V. Central Intake/Families Committee Report – Jill Baker reported that the HART Team had 199 people sign up for assistance and completed 152 intakes. The team also helped with the families in Spartan Village impacted by recent flooding.  66 families and five singles were granted financial assistance in August, and 121 families were placed on the shelter list.   
VI. Healthcare Committee- Larry Ryan announced that the committee didn’t meet this month.  Larry is still working on plans for a flu vaccination program in October at Salvation Army.  On October 15th the Mid-Atlantic Women’s Care will host a breast cancer awareness community day offering 136 free mammograms. 
VII. Regional Taskforce to End Homelessness Report- Claudia Gooch reported that the taskforce will ask HUD to consider allowing the annual point-in-time count to take place on Census day.  The members of the Healing Place subcommittee recently visited Louisville, KY for a healing place summit. The subcommittee also presented the healing place concept to all of the local directors of the CSB’s. 
The taskforce was recently approved for the Norfolk Foundations grant to hire a staff member to find funding for projects.  The taskforce will also, host a regional workshop on accessing services for homeless families. The workshop is scheduled to take place on November 2nd at the Virginia Beach Central Library.  Claudia will also be distributing a draft of the regional HPRP pre-screening form for comments. 
VIII. Single Adults Committee – The committee is scheduled to meet on Monday, September 21st at 3:00 pm at Ghent Area Ministry. 
IX. HPRP Update – Kimberly Thomas reported that six (6) agencies have been accepted for HPRP funding, including: ACCESS, ForKids, Legal Aid, NCSB, DHS, and The Planning Council. Each agency will have a requirement to provide a certain percentage of services to each population.  ForKids will conduct life skills courses if agencies are interested in hosting a course they should email Thaler McCormick.  Case Management training is set for mid-October.  All additional HPRP questions should be directed to Sarah Paige-Fuller. 
X. Treasurer’s Report- Mary Aab reported that the NHC currently has 29 dues paying members for 2009-2010 and an account balance of $1,210.32 as of September 15, 2009.
