I. Welcome- Yilla Smith, CoC Coordinator, called to order the regular meeting of the Norfolk Homeless Consortium and asked members to introduce themselves.
II. The LGBT Center of Hampton Roads- presentation rescheduled for August. Stacie Walls-Beegle announced that the Center will be hosting its grand opening on July 29th from 6pm-8pm. 
III. Project Homeless Connect- Kim Thomas announced that the next Project Homeless Connect will be September 14th at the Scope.  Applications from vendors will be required so that space is only committed to those vendors who are offering services during the event and not just disseminating information.   

IV. 2011 Summer Count (Pilot) - Sarah Paige Fuller, Norfolk Office to End Homelessness reviewed Norfolk’s capacity to participate in the Summer Count. After several Norfolk partners expressed interest in conducting the count, the OTEH elected to establish a Norfolk Summer Count Planning Committee to coordinate the Summer Count. The committee will start meeting on Thursday, July 21st at 9a.m. at Norfolk City Hall.  The Committee will continue to meet every Thursday at 9am at Norfolk City Hall through the August 11th. Members are encouraged to send representatives to participate on the Committee. Those interested in volunteering for the count, were instructed to contact Yilla Smith at The Planning Council. 
V. CoC Committee – The CoC Coordinator reported that “Intent to Merge” letters were submitted to HUD from Norfolk, Chesapeake and Western Tidewater on July 11th. Registration for the FY2011 CoC Competition was announced in late June; however the newly merged CoC is awaiting HUDs approval of the merger prior to completion of the registration. The Committee also revised the Supplemental Application for Renewal projects, the FY2011 applications for renewal projects is scheduled to be released on August 1st with a September deadline. 

VI. Employment Taskforce – No report 
VII. Single Adults Committee – Ike Bingham announced that the Single Adults Social is scheduled for August 31st from 10:30am-2:30pm at Sacred Heart Church. Sign-in sheets for the event have been distributed to all agencies and the committee is continuing to look for donations of games and items for give-a-ways.  
VIII. HMIS Committee – Shea Stacey reported that the Norfolk HMIS system’s null value qualities continue to be good at less than 1 percent and that the HMIS System Administrator met with the Norfolk Dept. of Human Services to request the update and exit of all DHS clients by October.  The committee will continue efforts to solicit the participation of non-HMIS users to the HMIS Committee meeting, and is preparing for the HMIS system upgrade in August. 
IX. Central Intake/Families Committee – Jill Baker presented DHS most recent fiscal year data, absent HPRP. The Committee worked to establish a work plan that addresses the barriers to achieving the established outcome: Families remain housed for one year after service. The established work plan task the committee with establishing data collection and review methods and assessing the utilization of the current shelter waiting list and shelter referral process. Jill also announced that Union Mission is has joined the Central Intake process and is currently taking up to two (2) families for 14 days. 
X. Healthcare Committee- Kristie Bissell announced that the Red Cross Dental program received two proposals from organizations interested in taking over their program. The Red Cross is reviewing the proposals and hopes to announce a successor soon. Additional, St. Columba is exploring the use of additional resources to use dental vouchers.  The committee will meet on September 7th. 
XI. Regional Taskforce to End Homelessness – Lynanne Gornto announced that the Taskforce has confirmed a date for the 2012 Regional Homeless Conference, scheduled for March 8, 2012 at ODU. 
XII. HPRP Update- Sarah Paige Fuller reviewed the grant-to-date report with the Consortium and reported that HPRP closed out the eighth quarter on June 30th. 
XIII. Treasurer’s Report- Seth Atkinson reported that the NHC current has 24 dues paying members for 2011-2012 and an account balance of $605.10 as of 7/20/11.  
XIV. Announcements- 
ForKids- announced the opening of the Good Mojo Thrift Store scheduled for August 8th.
